Program Speaker: Dr. Terrie Bert 

Program Topic: ñGrowing the Jewels of the New Worldò 

In this presentation, Terrie talks about the types of plants in 8 commonly grown bromeliad 

genera (Aechmea, Billbergia, Cryptanthus, Dyckia, Guzmania, Neoregelia, Tillandsia, Vriesea).  

For each genus, she reviews their natural distributions and habitats and growing conditions.  

Then she describe how they can be grown outdoors, give tips on their propagation, and provide 

information on how to deal with common bromeliad pests.   

 Dr. Terrie Bert is a longstanding member of the Sarasota Bromeliad Society (SBS) and the 

Caloosahatchee Bromeliad Society and has held multiple offices in the SBS. She also served the 

Florida Council of Bromeliad Societies (FCBS) as a representative and officer for eight years.  

For the Bromeliad Society International, she is a Florida Director, Affiliate Programs Committee 

Chair, Librarian, and internationally accredited judge.  Sheôs given over 50 presentations on 

bromeliads to numerous Florida bromeliad societies and other groups and has authored 12 

articles for the BSI Journal and the FCBS website and newsletter.  She cultivates approximately 

1,500 different bromeliads in 24 genera.  Sheôs won multiple top awards in local bromeliad 

shows and BSI world conferences and is a volunteer for and contributor to the BSI Bromeliad 

Identification Center.

Herbert was a member of the Orlando Baptist Temple for 20 years. He was also a deacon of the 

church. One day the pastor asked Herbert what kind of plants should we plant around the church. 

Herbert started naming plants but in their Latin names. The pastor just smiled and went for his 

dictionary. Herbert delighted in giving his glass beads to the children at the church.  

Herbertôs funeral was on Tuesday, July 15.  Herbert had planned his funeral and if one can say a 

funeral was nice then Herbertôs was nice. Herbert had picked out the songs and what he wanted 

the pastor to tell his friends. There was love all around. Friends stood up and spoke about 

Herbert telling many funny stories and how much they enjoyed 

knowing him and how much they will miss him. If you did not 

get a chance to talk with or know Herbert you missed knowing a 

great person.
